His daughter-in-law Clara, remembers that Randolph
was always clean in appearance, al~aYs well kept. He
would put on a clean pair of overalls to go into the
house, rather than wear the dirty ones he had been
working in. Dolph kept a pocketful of white mints for
his breath. These he shared with all of the children
wherever he went. You can bet he was a friend to them.

Randolph was a man that remained true to his word.
The fact that he kept a bargain has already been brought
out. This he did whether the other party kept their word
or not. He said what he meant in otrer ways also. If he
told you that the moon was made of blue cheese there was
no use questioning him. He was stubborn. Dolph was a
democrat throughout his life.

He was a real tease. Jack re!~.embers that Dolph's
daughter;';in-laws needed time to get used to him because
of all of his kidding. Dolph enjoyed teasing his sisters
Maud and Melina also.

Randolph's loss must have been great, when in 1952,
he lost his daughter Carol in a tragic automobile accidel1t.
Tragedy struck again in 1959 when he lost his son-in-law,
George Page, in an auto collision with a train. He had
lost his sister ~elina in 1945, his brother James in 1948,
and his brother-in-law Joseph in 1949. Another brother­
in-law Clarence, passed away in 1959, ·and..his brother Alma
was gone in 1961. I~ "

On the 17 of June, 1962, Edith passed away. This was
just five months before he would slip away quietly in his
home to join her in death(8 November, 1962).~ They are both
buried in Bountiful, Davis, utah. Once when Randolph was
giving a message to a grandson who had been away for some
time, he was teasing a little, as was his usual custom, and
he said, "I hope when you come and see us, you'll treat us like
you knew us." Hopefully through this history, and the other
means we have, when we do see Randolph and Edith again, "we
can treat t hem like we knew them."
